Carry A Plastic Bag
when walking your pet and

dispose of waste in either a
trash can or a toilet.

Wash Your Vehicle
on grass to trap pollutants. Use
phosphate-free and biodegradable
products.

Test Your Soil
before applying fertilizer, and
apply only as necessary and
as directed.

Place Yard Waste
in separate piles at the curb

so that it can be removed by the
City. You can also keep yard debris
and use as mulch or compost.

Recycle Household Chemicals
at local recycling centers or take them to the landfill.

Participate in
local river clean-
up days to restore
native vegetation
and buffers along

our waterways.

Buffers make a big impact! Leave
as much natural buffer area and native vegetation
as possible to facilitate pollution prevention.

What if you pollute?

You may be issued a written warning. Fines of
up to $1,000 per day and up to 30 days in jail,
or a $500 fine plus court costs, or both, are
also possible.
